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A Blast From The Past

In 2000, brother Frank Antoniou (President of AHEPA Montreal and past Canadian President) with the collab-
oration of the Hounourable Member of Parliament Eleni Bakopanos and the AHEPA Montreal committee
( Brother, Xenofon Scoufars and Brother, Lazarus Kalipolitis) took the initiative to commission the AHEPA
Canada postage stamp.

In 2003, in honor of the Order's 75th Anniversary in Canada, Canada Post issued a stamp celebrating
AHEPA's past and present commitment to Education and Philanthropy. The stamp, designed by Signal De-
sign Group of Vancouver, was unveiled by Prime Minister Jean Chretien as part of the celebration of Greek
Independence Day (1828). The celebration was a tribute to AHEPA chapters across Canada.

Monemvasia, Greece

Monemvasia in Greece is one of the most romantic places in the country. This is a Medieval Castle Town,

exclusively carved on the slopes of a rock. Founded in 583 by inhabitants of the mainland seeking refuge
from the Slavic and the Avaric invasion of Greece and surrounded by the Myrtoan Sea, Monemvasia is locat-
ed on an island about half a mile long.

A man-made road and stone bridge leads to the castle gate and main entrance of the majestic castle town
onward through the colorful and lively citadel offering all who visit her both stunning views and an unforgetta-
ble ‘ambiance’ of times past.
Today most of the old mansions have been converted into guesthouses and boutique hotels. Outside the
Rock, there is a new modern town with many tourist facilities. Holidays in Monemvasia can be combined with
day trips to Gythio, Mystras, Neapolis and other regions of south Peloponnese.

This town was constructed invisible from the mainland to avoid enemy attacks. It can be seen only from the
sea and only a narrow pathway connects it to the mainland. This is how its name came out, meaning a single
passage.

A walk around the paved streets of the castle town is like a trip back in time. See the elegant stone mansions
and the Byzantine churches, such as the church of Agia Sofia and Christ Elkomenos. Do not also miss the
breathtaking sea view from the top of the Castle during your Monemvasia holidays.
